Gingivitis — an inflammation of the gums — is the initial stage of gum disease and the
easiest to treat. The direct cause of gingivitis is plaque - the soft, sticky, colourless film of
bacteria that forms constantly on the teeth and gums.

If the plaque is not removed by daily brushing and flossing, it produces toxins that can
irritate the gum tissue, causing gingivitis.

Classic symptoms of gingivitis include red, swollen gums that may bleed when you brush
your teeth.

Professional cleanings are also
extremely important because once plaque has hardened and built up, or become tartar,
only a dentist or a dental hygienist can remove it.
